THE LIBRARY AND INFORMATION SCIENCE DEPARTMENT
OF THE FREE INTERNATIONAL UNIVERSITY OF MOLDOVA -
THE PATH TO SUCCESS HAS BEEN LEARNED

The communication aims to generalize and highlight the role
and contributions of the Library and Information Science
Department (LISD) at Free International University of Moldova in
the context of the National Library System, but also to demonstrate
that the LISD staff (since its establishment) has thought critically
and conceptualized its activities, a fact appreciated by the
professional community, the academic community, various
categories of users.

LISD has operated multiple keys to professional success: the
functioning of a university policy on information-library activity at
ULIM (supported by founder, university administrative structures,
teaching and scientific staff); qualified and persistent staff;
ensuring professional autonomy; LISD positioning as a core
structure, indispensable for the didactic and scientific processes,
and not as an auxiliary one and others.
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At the time of the LISD constitution (1992), as well as that of
the awarding of the title of LISD (in 2001) - its mission was
formulated with foresight, having two components: service in
support of students, teaching staff and other categories (we are
talking about today's infodocumentary structure), but also "the
implementation of information culture and lifelong learning, based
on modern information and communication technologies" (care for
the future of the user). Let's keep in mind that this formula of the
mission comes up to the approval of the Education Code and other
documents, which are fundamental for the activity of the libraries.

What are the special achievements of LISD, its contributions
in support of the provision of quality services/products for the
university community, with impact for the professional community
(taht could be adapted by some libraries)? These relate to the fields
of developing library collections and attracting informational
resources (LISD was conceived professionally from the start as a
library without "physical walls" - the members of the university
community being provided with the information regardless of the
place of its "location"); application of informational techniques and
technologies (the first web page of the university structure,
management of ULIM's web page; electronic catalogue;
institutional repository, etc.); permanent orientation for
diversification, but also the customization of services/products,
offering innovative content activities; transparency,
communication and promotion through different modalities; the
innovative management (organizational, staff, etc.).

Comunicarea are drept scop de a generaliza, a scoate in
evidenta rolul si contributiile Departamentului Informational
Biblioteconomic  (DIB) din cadrul Universitatii Libere
Internationale din Moldova in contextul Sistemului National de
Biblioteci, dar si de a demonstra ca personalul DIB (din momentul
constituirii acestuia) a gandit critic, si-a conceptualizat activitatile,
fapt apreciat de comunitatea profesionald, cea academica, diverse
categorii de utilizatori.

DIB a gestionat mai multe chei ale succesului profesional:
functionarea unei politici universitare privind activitatea
informational-biblioteconomica la ULIM (sustinuta de catre
fondator, structurile administrative universitare, cadrele didactico-
stiintifice); personal calificat si insistent; asigurarea autonomiei
profesionale; pozitionarea DIB drept o structura de baza,
indispensabila pentru procesele didactic si stiintific si nici de cum
drept una auxiliara si altele.

La momentul constituirii DIB (anul 1992), precum si cel al
atribuirii denumirii de DIB (in anul 2001) - misiunea acestuia a
fost formulata cu previziune, aviand doua componente: serviciu in
sprijinul studentilor, cadrelor didactico-stiintifice si altor categorii
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(vorba fiind despre ziua de azi a structurii infodocumentare), dar si
simplementarea culturii informatiei si a Invatarii permanente,
bazate pe tehnologii informationale si de comunicare
moderne”(grija pentru ziua de maine a utilizatorului). Sa tinem
cont, ca aceasta formula a misiunii vine pana la aprobarea Codului
educatiei si altor documente, care fundamenteaza activitatea
bibliotecilor.

MOLDAVIAN-HUNGARIAN LITERARY INTERFERENCES

The purpose of the communication is to share some
information related to the translation and propagation of Nicolae
Dabija's work in the Hungarian literary space. This is a specific one,
because for Hungarians, literature is the means of expressing their
specific worldview and cultural identity. Literature is the way in
which the community can understand itself and express its identity.

The author of the presentation was born in Transylvania, in
a Hungarian community near Brasov. She obtained her bachelor's
degree majoring in Hungarian language and literature - German
language and literature, as well as a doctorate in philology,
specializing in stylistics at Babes-Bolyai University in Cluj. She
currenly lives in Hungary.

As an invited university lecturer at "Alecu Russo" University
in Balti, she had been teaching for four years Hungarian language
and culture at USARB, when discovered and enjoyed the Dabija’s
work, became friends with the great writer, and drew attention to
short religious stories.

The writer was happy about the attention given to short
stories with a religious subtext, drawing attention, that "their topic
also has an educational purpose, especially when it comes to the
young generation". He contributed with an advice to the most
exhaustive selection of short stories for the realization of a volume,
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insisting especially on the inclusion in the volume of the short
stories from "Homework" related to father loan Florenschi.

The first religious short story translated into Hungarian -
The Thirteenth Apostle - appeared in the year of the author's
passing away, in 2021, in the Hungarian Writers' Union magazine
from Budapest.

The presentation refers, actually, to the process of literary
translation, which is difficult on the one hand, but on the other
hand it offers a unique aesthetic experience, makes it possible to
penetrate the deep substrata of the text, a reserved pleasure - let's
hope - not exclusive to the translator.

The author hopes that the subtle meanings of the Dabijan
text can be discerned and enjoyed by the Hungarian literary public.
And Nicolae Dabija's book will reach and feel at home in the
libraries and in the hands of Hungarian readers.

A contribuit cu sfaturi la
selectia cat mai exhaustiva a nuvelelor pentru realizarea unui volum,
insistand in special asupra includerii in volum a nuvelelor din ,Tema
pentru acasa” legate de parintele loan Florenschi.

Prima nuvela religioasa tradusa in limba maghiara - Al
treisprezecelea apostol - a aparut in anul trecerii in nefiinta a autorului,
in 2021, in revista Uniunii Scriitorilor Maghiari din Budapesta.

Prezentarea face referire printre altele si la procesul
traducerii literare, dificil pe de o parte, dar care ofera o experienta
esteticd unica pe de alta parte, face posibila patrunderea in
substraturile profunde ale textului, placere rezervata - sa speram -
nu exclusiv traducatorului.

I. G. SBIERA IN THE LIGHT OF NEW DOCUMENTS REGARDING
THE LIBRARY ACTIVITY IN BUCOVINA IN THE SECOND HALF
OF THE 19TH CENTURY

The name of the scholar I. G. Sbiera is closely linked to the
library activity in the Bucovina area. Since his school days he took
care of Aron Pumnul's library and was one of the initiators of the
establishment of the Gymnasium Library in Cernauti, in 1871. In
1871 he became curator of the County Library and from 1875
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onwards he continued his work as librarian in University Library in
Cernauti. Our new research in the Archives has brought to light a
number of documents relating to the work of the librarian I. G.
Sbiera, among which we find the Oath taken before the Emperor
Francis Joseph I of Austria.

Today, we cannot talk about a history of school libraries,
public and university libraries in Bucovina without mentioning I. G.
Sbiera. As custodian of the Romanian High School Library in
Cernauti, as custodian and head of the Country Library, then as
custodian of the University Library in Cernauti, Sbiera contributed
to the establishment, development and preservation of book
collections in the Romanian language in Bucovina in the second half
of the 19th century, when a visible policy of restricting the
Romanians' national expression persisted.

In calitate de custode al Bibliotecii Gimnazistilor Romani din
Cernauti, de custode si conducator al Bibliotecii Tarii, apoi de
custode al Bibliotecii Universitare din Cernauti, Sbiera a contribuit
la Infiintarea, dezvoltarea si pastrarea fondurilor de carte in limba
romana in Bucovina celei de-a doua jumatati a secolului al XIX-lea,
cand persista o vizibila politica de ingradire a manifestarii
nationale a romanilor.

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ANDRAGOGY IN LIBRARY SCIENCE FOR THE SOCIAL INCLUSION
OF PERSONS DEPRIVED OF LIBERTY

Human evolution is a continuous process that evaluates and
contributes to the emergence of modern people, people with
current knowledge of the 21st century. Personal development is
the growth of the person regardless of the final goal - career,
education, social life, personal life etc. Personal development
appears with a well defined term "Andragogy", which is formed
from the Greek words &vdp- (andros), meaning "man/human”, and
aywyo6s (gogos), which means lead. Therefore, the science of
Andragogy means "leader of man"

Andragogy is the science of adult education and it applies
certain methods and principles used in their education. The term
"Andragogy" is also explained as - "a set of guidelines”, "a theory of
adult education and training', 'the art and science of helping adults
learn’, 'education continuing', 'continuing education', 'mature
education’, etc. Androgogy is also the power to learn and improve
continuously, especially for people deprived of their freedom.

Limitation by law of some rights does not automatically
cancel all other rights of some people. If we are talking about
people held in prisons, even if they can no longer move freely nor
manage the time they have at will, they continue to have the right
of access to education, just like any citizen of our state. A prisoner
may and has the right to learn from practically anything during
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detention. Deprivation of liberty produces suffering and a
degradation of personality, and education can play an important
role in limiting these consequences.

The negative effects of detention - depersonalization,
institutionalization, desocialization - are those that justify, for the
benefit of education in penitentiaries and which requires greater
resources and efforts. The involvement of libraries will contribute
to non-formal education for adults that can contribute to the
normalization of the abnormal situation that is detention.

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LET'S ENTER THE WORLD OF BOOKS TOGETHER

The most important role in the education of the individual
belongs to the book. V.A. Sukhomlinsky wrote: “School is, first of all,
a book. Education is primarily a word, a book and live human
relationship”.

The recent trend is the loss of the exclusive role of reading
in the life of society, which is associated with a great social risk,
because without reading, the integration of the individual into the
culture of society is impossible. If, while reading a book, a figurative
system is built, then the so-called clip thinking, i.e. simple
consumption of information has many disadvantages: the loss of
analytical thinking, the coefficient of assimilation of knowledge, the
feeling of empathy fades away.

Schoolchildren are not even interested in the works of the
school curriculum. And this is a cause for alarm, because it is at
school age that not only love for the book is formed, but also genre
preferences. Among students in grades 9-11, I conducted a survey
"You need to write an essay on a work that you have not read, what
will you do?" The result of the interview proved that it is easier for
a modern student to use Internet sources than to turn to the book
itself. The student does not want to waste time reading, because
there is a PC at hand that will find the necessary information in a
minute. Thus, a teenager deprives himself not only of pleasant
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leisure time with a book, but also of the development of non-
standard thinking.

A negative factor in the formation of a child reader is the
loss of family reading traditions. Joint reading of a book,
communication about what has been read brings family members
together, unites them spiritually. Meanwhile, at the present stage of
development of society in most families, the book ceases to be a
topic of conversation, home libraries disappear. All this has an
extremely negative effect on the spiritual climate of the family and
does not contribute to the formation of a child reader. Non-reading
parents raise non-reading children.

The main difference between family reading and its other
types - classroom, extra-curricular and home reading - is that
parents, using the book, begin to really engage in the spiritual
development of their child, the formation of his morality. But it is
the school library that is the conductor of book culture among
students. provides the child's first reading experience. Thus, the
name of the chosen project “Let's enter the world of books
together” was determined.

CREATING A GLOBAL CLASSROOM:
DEVELOPING COLLABORATIVE LEGAL RESEARCH
PARTNERSHIPS FOR UNDERGRADUATE STUDENTS
IN THE U.S. AND MOLDOVA

During the Spring 2022 semester, students in Professor
Judithanne McLauchlan’s U.S. Constitutional Law 2: Civil Liberties
and Civil Rights course at the University of South Florida St.
Petersburg joined together with law students at the Free University
of Moldova (ULIM) to conduct comparative legal research in teams.
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The project was facilitated by the Director of the Library at ULIM,
Professor Larisa Patlis. The students formed seven research
groups, all of whom researched various topics comparing and
contrasting decisions of the Supreme Court of the United States and
the European Court of Human rights. The authors will use analyses
of anonymous student surveys, a qualitative review of the students’
written assignments and their observations of the students during
the videoconferences and other interactions between the students
from Moldova and the U.S. to evaluate the effects of incorporating
this international experience into their courses.

This group research project gave students from the
University of South Florida St. Petersburg (USFSP) and the Free
International University of Moldova, the opportunity to work
together on a comparative legal research project comparing
decisions of the European Court of Human Rights and the Supreme
Court of the United States involving similar legal questions.

This comparative legal research project was designed to
introduce students to legal research and writing, and to better
understanding of the ECtHR in comparison to the SCOTUS. In
addition to learning more about civil liberties and human rights in
the U.S. and in Europe, this assignment gave students the
opportunity to:

e foster intercultural understanding through learning and
communication;

e develop oral and written communication skills through the
communication with a counterpart from U.S. and Moldova -
across cultures and beyond borders;

e make students aware of the interconnectedness of
local /regional/global social issues;

41



e expand students’ opportunities in using technology in
communication, learning and research;

e make students curious and interested in acquiring more
knowledge about U.S. and Moldova and their peoples;

e make students work virtually, outside homes, outside the
country, through an on-line cooperation;

e make students reconsider possible preconceived ideas
about big and small countries and the problems they face;

e make students share and learn from the experience of the
other in terms of study and research;

e overcome language barriers for those who were not able to
communicate with a native speaker.

Students had the opportunity to work independently and as
part of an international group - linking students from ULIM in
Moldova with students in St. Petersburg, FL studying at USFSP.
Students were able to meet “virtually,” via videoconference (and
also facebook group and email) and were able to share documents
in a Dropbox folder or Google drive.

Students shared their research findings in a poster
presentation at 3 conferences: the Florida Political Science
Association Annual Meeting, the USF Undergraduate Research
Symposium, the ULIM Symposia Studentium.

The creation of our “global classroom” helped students
develop global citizenship competencies, such as improved
intercultural communication skills.

Today, The University Library at the ‘Neofit Rilski’ State
University is both a physical and a virtual place, but the physical
presence continues to be a strong support for our academic
community. While remaining committed to its primary mission of
providing access to knowledge and promoting literacy, the role of the
21st century library extends far beyond the borrowing of books.

Libraries, more than any other institutions, have the
capacity to build the knowledge society. They can assist users in
building the ability to benefit from information and to create new
knowledge that is essential for full participation in modern society.

Apart from being a physical space, the library in the digital
age is also a virtual place, accessible from anywhere in the world
and at any time. As part of the trends to transform information into
digital formats, public libraries will change the nature of their
physical presence and hold fewer and fewer materials in their
collections.

Increasingly, library users will access information through
library networks. Websites, online discussion groups, classes, Wi-Fi
hotspots, etc. are examples of the growing presence of the virtual
library. Digital technologies are also changing traditional book
publishing, so libraries must be open to new digital forms and
possibilities. Many libraries are creating spaces where a variety of
tools and technologies inspire learning, discovery, and creation,
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and where experimentation is encouraged with trained library staff
and community mentors.

We are currently undergoing profound changes in our work,
education and social environment, changes that are having
significant implications for the way libraries operate, the services
they offer and the ways in which they are delivered. Although the
importance of libraries seems to be challenged by the rapid
evolution of the needs of the global market and the great
abundance of digital information, there is no institution equal to
libraries in offering access to knowledge, in teaching information
seeking strategies in any format and analysis and evaluation of the
information received.

Libraries have long been places to read, study and work, but
in today's economy they must be much more. They should also
inspire, entertain and engage. They should become centers that
facilitate learning in all its forms, they should be a place to
experience where it is exciting and educational.
